This has been a bad month nationally for public order.  You were probably as shocked as I was to see TV news scenes of violence, which spread from London to small provincial towns.  I, myself, was kept on duty on stand-by on the worst night.  I want to reassure you that the Police are committed to keeping the streets of Wiltshire safe.  Part of the problem was the way rioters were able to communicate via mobile phones and the internet.  If you are made aware of any planned violence, please let us know.  

The Cashpoint in Andover Road, Ludgershall was hit by the Lebanese Loop fraudsters last month.  This is the 11th incident this year, within a 15 mile radius.  On this occasion, early one morning, offenders fitted something into the card slot and it made the machine retain the card, which offenders could then steal. Please ensure you check machines for signs of tampering before use. 

Local crimes have included theft of metal from a skip and theft of diesel in Collingbourne Ducis, theft of a power shaft from a tanker in Collingbourne Kingston, and two cases of theft from cars parked at Everleigh.  There was a Rave at Everleigh Ashes, 300 people trespassing, who were eventually evicted after several hours.  There was a fatal accident on the A 342 at Everleigh.
Also there have been several cases of hare coursing which we are countering by organising special operations on specific nights. 
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
